Inspired by the more than 1,250 voluntary commitments made to address the unfinished business 
of the Programme of Action of the 1994 International Conference on Population and Development, 
announced at the Nairobi Summit on ICPD25 in November 2019, UNFPA staff and partners in over 
150 countries have worked tirelessly, despite the COVID-19 pandemic, to advance towards achieving 
three truly transformative results: (i) ending the unmet need for modern contraceptives; (ii) ending all 
preventable maternal deaths; and (iii) ending gender-based violence and all harmful practices against 
women and girls, including child marriage and female genital mutilation. 

The UNFPA Orange Book of 2020 tells a story of resilience, adaptation and unwavering commitment 
to the people we serve during the most challenging year since the United Nations was founded. 

Although the toll of the past year on entire generations and its impact on the progress towards the 
Sustainable Development Goals have yet to be defined, we have witnessed how people around the 
world chose to respond to the crisis and rise above it – and UNFPA was no exception. 

Despite the risks, the unexpected disruptions in programme delivery, and the toll on our colleagues, 
partners and beneficiaries, UNFPA pushed forward to continue delivering to meet the sexual and 
reproductive health and rights’ needs, especially of those populations and groups left furthest behind.

By sharing these high-quality results, we not only wish to engage the public on our work and mission 
and our collective achievements with our partners, but we also hope to inspire others to pause, reflect 
and adapt to ensure that no one is left behind.

We still have time left until the 2030 deadline – let’s make it count.

MESSAGE FROM THE POLICY AND 
STRATEGY DIVISION DIRECTOR
In 2020, the ability of the United Nations Population Fund (UNFPA) to establish sustainable, resilient 
systems to accelerate its ambitious transformative results was tested, as was these systems’ 
capacity to withstand a global crisis. Despite challenges, most of which were aggravated by the 
COVID-19 pandemic, UNFPA was able to deliver on the commitments of the Strategic Plan, 2018-2021. 
Through coordinated action and collaboration with partner agencies, governments and implementing 
partners, UNFPA was able to deliver planned results, providing life-saving care and supplies, and 
meeting the needs of the most vulnerable.

In line with the Global Response Plan priorities, UNFPA collaborated with governments, partner 
agencies, NGOs, traditional and non-traditional partners, including volunteers from the general public 
at country level to ensure continuity of sexual and reproductive health services and interventions; 
including through protection of the health workforce, training and implementation of telemedicine 
models for service delivery, and deployment of a qualified health workforce. UNFPA addressed the 
roots of gender-based violence and harmful practices, and the COVID-19-related increased demand 
for safe spaces, essential services and hotline-based psychosocial support. To ensure the supply of 
modern contraceptives and reproductive health commodities, UNFPA country offices sought adaptive 
partnerships and distribution mechanisms, including community-based door-to-door distribution 
and mobile clinics, to meet the needs of those hardest to reach, even during the global emergency. 
In addition, although many census activities were postponed owing to health and safety concerns, 
UNFPA undertook socioeconomic and other rapid assessments across the globe that informed 
national responses to the pandemic as well as post-pandemic plans.

As a results-based management organization, UNFPA is committed to consistently delivering results. 
Now more than ever, that commitment requires attentiveness and forward-thinking: a pause, reflect 
and adapt approach. With that in mind, this compendium is both evidence and inspiration for those 
looking to optimize their results-based management.

ANGOLA 2020
After enduring 40 years of almost continuous war, Angola 
was in disarray when peace accords were finally signed in 
2002. Since then, the country’s economy has grown rapidly, 
but inequities persist. Nearly 37 per cent of Angolans live 
in poverty, and rates of maternal mortality and teenage 
pregnancy remain high. Since 1978, UNFPA has been 
working to increase access to reproductive health (including 
family planning and treatment of obstetric fistula) and HIV 
prevention services, to ensure sustainable population growth 
and development through improved availability of reliable 
information, and to increase gender equality.

Burundi is among Africa’s most densely populated countries. 
There has been progress in reducing maternal mortality, 
and the rates of skilled attendance at birth and modern 
contraceptive prevalence have significantly increased. Active in 
the country since 1975, UNFPA assists with continued efforts 
to make deliveries safe and provide family planning. It also 
facilitates young people’s access to essential reproductive 
and sexual health care services. UNFPA programmes further 
advocate for legislation to advance gender equality and assist 
in building the capacities of the national statistical system.

With a low contraceptive prevalence rate and limited skilled 
birth attendance, there remains a critical need to accelerate the 
implementation of high impact maternal health interventions. 
UNFPA supports programmes for family planning, emergency 
obstetric and neonatal care, midwifery, HIV prevention, and 
adolescent sexual and reproductive health at national and 
subnational levels.

Contraceptive use and maternal mortality rates have 
improved and the number of abortions has declined. Since 
1999, UNFPA has supported new policies and services to 
broaden access to quality reproductive health care, particularly 
for vulnerable groups. It has helped develop the skills of health-
care providers, and cultivate new skills for preventing HIV. 
Efforts to advance gender equality incorporate data collection 
and analysis to guide actions towards the reduction of gender-
based violence.

UNFPA programmes further support 
the advancement of women’s human rights and combat gender-based 
violence. They also assist with data on emerging population issues, 
such as migration and ageing. UNFPA’s work in Turkey with refugees 
and cross-border into northwest Syria includes basic SRH services and 
psycho-social support to survivors of gender-based violence in emergency 
situations through women and girls safe spaces (WGSS). Cross-border 
efforts also support both mobile and stationary health clinics which 
provide life-saving care to women.

Ukraine’s demographic crisis combines an extremely low 
fertility rate and a rapidly ageing population. Most families 
have just one child, and one in five Ukrainians has reached the 
age of 60. This is projected to increase to one in three by 2050. 
High mortality, significant external and internal migration, poor 
health, high relative poverty and inequalities, a widening gap 
between urban and rural areas, as well as a high prevalence 
of HIV, present additional social and economic challenges to 
Ukraine’s future.

Since 1994, following a 30-year period of war and internal 
conflict, Cambodia has rebuilt itself. Although it remains one of 
Asia’s least developed (and youngest) countries, Cambodia’s 
progress in reducing poverty and improving health has been 
remarkable. Even with 80 per cent of Cambodians living in 
rural areas, the country has managed to dramatically reduce 
maternal and infant mortality. Continued investments in the 
health, education and opportunities of the large population 
of young people could help the country realize a substantial 
demographic dividend.

Although its fertility rate has declined from about 3.6 to 
2.4 children in the last three decades, India is projected 
to become the world’s most populous nation by 2028, 
with a population of some 1.45 billion. Now a middle-
income country, India has seen significant improvements 
in health and education, but wide inequalities persist. 
Maternal mortality remains high and gender discrimination 
is prevalent. Early marriage and pregnancy contribute to 
excessive maternal death among women under 24. The low 
status of women is a factor as well, one that is reflected in 
an extremely skewed ratio of girls to boys.

Pakistan contends with the risk of natural disasters, a large and 
growing youth bulge, and entrenched poverty and inequality, all 
of which pose significant challenges to delivering reproductive 
health and gender-based violence services. The country office 
is continuously engaged in humanitarian response in areas 
suffering from floods, IDPs and droughts, and works with a 
stagnated national contraceptive prevalence rate and a low ratio 
of skilled birth attendance. Through policy advocacy and national 
capacity development, UNFPA helps to accelerate progress on the 
Sustainable Development Goals through quality improvement and 
increased coverage of reproductive health and family planning 
services. UNFPA also supports the strengthening of data collection 
and analysis related to population issues.

Active in Nicaragua since 1974, UNFPA supports the inclusion 
of issues related to population dynamics, young people, sexual 
and reproductive health, and gender-based violence into public 
policies. Nicaragua has successfully incorporated reproductive 
rights in its health and education laws and policies, and made 
headway in reducing maternal mortality. But key challenges 
remain, including a high adolescent pregnancy rate. UNFPA 
strengthens capacities to provide high quality maternal health 
and newborn care, comprehensive sexuality education for 
young people, and investments in the country’s “demographic 
dividend”. It also backs measures to prevent and respond to 
gender-based violence.

While the Constitution guarantees sexual and reproductive 
rights, maternal mortality in Venezuela remains in the 
medium range. Active in Venezuela since 2003, UNFPA backs 
government investments in the systematic procurement and 
distribution of contraceptives, and promotes young people’s 
access to services and comprehensive education, given high 
teenage pregnancy rates. Programmes also help curb sexually 
transmitted infections such as HIV, and bolster responses 
to domestic violence and the sexual abuse of children and 
adolescents.
